A WORD FROM PASTOR DAVE

Jesus said, “Come unto me all you who labor and are heavy laden and | will give
you rest.” | think this passage from the Scriptures has given many people peace
for the present and hope for the future.

| can remember many times as a young boy growing up on a dairy farm in north-
ern lllinois when | helped my dad milk the cows. | would try to help by carrying a
large bucket of milk into the cooler. As he saw me struggling with the weight of
the bucket he would come, put his hand over mine, and help me carry the burden.
Dad would bear most of the burden and the task would get done.

Many times in life we have difficult burdens to carry also. Our heavenly father is
willing to bear the burdens of life with us. We survive because our Father bears
the heaviest parts of the burden. There isn’t a problem or difficulty which any of us faces that he refuses to

Mark never forgot the divine side of Jesus. He begins his Gospel with the declaration of faith, “The beginning
of the gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of God.” He leaves us in no doubt about what he believed Jesus to be.

At the same time there is no gospel which gives such a human picture of Jesus. In fact, sometimes Mark’s
picture is so human that the later gospel writers alter it a little because they were almost afraid to say what
Mark said.
